1) Senior Clinical Investigator, supervising 8 laboratory and clinical personnel, responsible for annual budget of approximately $1.1 million, studying mechanisms and therapy of focal segmental glomerulosclerosis (FSGS), a major cause of end-stage renal disease.  

2) Expert on FSGS and HIV-associated kidney diseases, national and international recognition with speaking engagements and writing assignments for leading journals and textbooks.

3) Authored 125 scientific papers (12 in 2005), including 88 primary publications and 37 reviews. Recent highlights:

• Identified the molecular cause of HIV-associated FSGS as the viral protein Vpr;  this syndrome affects 10% of African Americans with HIV infection and is a major cause of morbidity, leading to end-stage renal disease.  This research has high impact, as it opens new therapeutic avenues for this devastating complication of HIV that predominantly affects a minority population.

•  Pioneered pulse oral dexamethasone therapy in FSGS, impact demonstrated by the selection of this regimen for one arm of an NIH multi-center clinical trial involving 500 patients

•  Demonstrated the efficacy of pirfenidone in human kidney disease for the first time, with slowing of renal function decline by 35%.   High impact: this novel anti-fibrotic agent may benefit the 8 million Americans with progressing chronic kidney disease and will be studied in a multicenter trial.
