I joined the Commissioned Corps in July 1988, and remain strongly committed to a career in the United States Public Health Service to improve the health of population groups.  Please consider my promotion in light of my curriculum vitae.  I would like to highlight a few items:

1) I have had increasing amounts of responsibility during my career (initially conducting research and disseminating the results culminating in withdrawal of all mercury containing compounds from all interior-use products in the United States (US); planning and supervising the training of international public health specialists; providing technical advise to guide Congressional public policy; and working with national governments and the United Nations’ system to plan and implement children’s health programs, with a particular focus on polio eradication during the past 3.5 years). 

2) I have received a number of competitive awards during my career (a US Public Health Commendation Award for the work on polio eradication noted above; CDC support for a year of long-term professional training; and CDC’s John Snow Award for the best presentation and conduct of applied epidemiologic research in a CDC-affiliated training program – a program that I established and directed in Hungary).

3) My COER reports demonstrate a high level of performance.

4) My career has required extensive mobility and willingness to relocate (i.e. in line with the US government’s mission to support polio eradication activities, I was deployed to the World Health Organization [WHO] in Switzerland, then relocated to Atlanta, Georgia for one year, and deployed again for a two-year assignment with the WHO Regional Office in Egypt to support polio eradication activities in 3 of the 7 global polio-endemic countries).

5) The experiences and increasing levels of responsibility that I have been given will allow me to apply important skills in a number of arenas within the U.S. Public Health Service.

6) Although stationed overseas, I have strived to fulfill CCRF requirements, including using my leave time and paying for my own travel to the US to take the BLS for HCP course.

I have always planned a full career with the U.S. Public Health Service.
